                   Following the previous meeting and consideration given to letters of complaint regarding businesses not on the new map. The matter was discussed and it was agreed that there had been no shops on the original map, and although this had been allowed to go ahead, it had not been intentional to cause offence. A sample pack of maps has been circulated to members and they were not keen on using advertisements to fund a map, as they can become quickly out of date.
