Financial Matters
Councillors received a financial report to date. On a proposal from Cllr Kirby, seconded by Cllr Wilkinson, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to purchase a new computer for the Parish Office and to share the cost of yearend closedown with Nettleham Parish Council.

10/02/60    Pitch Hire Agreement 2010/2011

On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Fletcher, a vote was taken and it was RESOLVED by a majority (5 for, 1 abstention) to increase the charges by 3.5% achieving a total of £2,931.64 payable in two instalments of £1,000 and a final payment of £931.64.  On a proposal from Cllr Fletcher, seconded by Cllr Kirby, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED not to make any amendments to the terms and conditions of the agreement.

10/02/61    Manor Park Fees - 2010/2011 Season

On a proposal from Cllr Fletcher, seconded by Cllr Kirby, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that from 1st September 2010 charges for hire of the All Weather Surface will increase by £0.50 per hour to incorporate the extensive works required over the next few years.

On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Wilkinson, a vote was taken and it was RESOLVED by a majority  (5 for, 1 against) that the hire of the pavilion without a bar would increase by £0.50 per hour (the current rate of inflation rounded up). On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Wilkinson, a vote was taken (3 for, 3 against) that the hire of the pavilion with a bar will increase to £20.00 per hour; this was not carried on the Chairman’s casting vote. On a further proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Mrs Chapman, a vote was taken ((5 for, 1 abstention) and it was RESOLVED by a majority that the hire of the pavilion with a bar will increase to £17.50 per hour.

On a proposal from Cllr Mrs Chapman, seconded by Cllr Kirby, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that occasional use of the playing field will be charged at £13.50 per hour.
On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Mrs Chapman, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that the charges for regular use of the Pavilion will increase by £0.50 per hour.
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On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Reall, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED not to increase charges to the Bowls Club due to their current financial situation.

It was agreed that in future the Manor Park Committee would decide the hire charges to be made and make their recommendations to the Finance & General Purposes Committee. Modifications may be required to the Terms of Reference for these committees and the Clerk will look into this.

In 2009, the Council paid the insurance premium and £300 was paid to the Group; following the event £300 was returned to the Council.
