Cllr Reall reported on the meeting held with Catherine Buckley. We cannot achieve a bench around tree as it may kill off the tree when a concrete base is laid; it may be possible to build a wall, but it was felt that this would not look right and may be used as a rubbish bin. The tree could be lit with vandal proof lights set into the ground. It would be possible to put a bench round one of the smaller trees instead. On the plan it shows the footpath to be 1.2m wide and it was felt that this could limit access by vehicles so it was agreed not to go ahead with this plan.
