Dog Walking Area 

The Chairman reported that the Football Club had asked that prior to going ahead, any quotes for clearing etc be discussed with them and that the area would fit in with where pitches are to be configured. They are also concerned about balls going over the fence. Cllr Mrs van Gelderen advised that the Dog Walking Area is planned for the right hand side behind the pavilion and along the bottom, to be fenced with a gate at either end and dog bins to be installed and that the Football Club will be included in discussions.
