Grass cutting – Following a number of complaints Cllr Reall and myself toured the village with the grass cutting map and made a few amendments, some areas were omitted and others required removal. Members pointed out that the banked area on Tinkermere Close is being cut currently and should not be as it remains in the ownership of the developer, this area will be removed from map. The contractor has been notified of the changes.


STOP sign on Eastfield Lane/Ryland Road junction – a further response has been received from LCC and they have reiterated that the junction does not meet the visibility criteria for such a sign to be installed.


09/04/13 – a response has been received from LCC and the issues raised will be programmed into their work schedule for the future.  A further letter will be sent to them pointing out that the area on Dunholme Road where the road is sinking is dangerous and the surface dressing is breaking up badly.
