Cllr Fletcher reported that he and the Clerk had attended the Steering Group meeting on 17.3.09. Representatives from Welton Boy’s Football Club were also in attendance. Currently there was no funding raised for the project, although a generic letter had been received from the LTA stating that funding up to £500k was available for projects (£200,000 grant + £300,000 loan).

7.50pm Cllr Mrs Cullen arrived.

This is felt to be no good to the Council as a firm commitment is required. Cllr Fletcher tabled the four options from the Parish Council meeting on 9th March. It was decided that meetings will be held with the Football Clubs and the landowners regarding the possible purchase of additional land, reporting back to the Steering Group at the next meeting on 16.4.09 and the next Parish Council meeting on 20.4.09. 

Cllrs Fletcher and Pikett met with the Football Clubs on 19.3.09 when they produced their development plan and wish list. These presented their 4 options 1) to stay in Welton, 15 pitches hopefully with funding available in stages, 2) split Welton and Dunholme - more facilities required at Dunholme, 3) move out of the village and purchase land where available and 4) carry on as present. They were very enthusiastic regarding building Manor Park up to accommodate all activities and are meeting with the FA to explore funding. A re-submission of the bid to WLDC for land purchase and move on and develop year on year. Set up a meeting with the landowners. It is hoped that Gary Johnson (FA) and Andy McFeeters (LTA) will be present at the next TB meeting.
