Write to users and advise they need to remember their key. Cllr Greenway informed members that at the LALC AGM Wellingore Youth Council who look after their own facility made a presentation and this idea could be considered in the future. Quotes will be sought for additional fencing on the AWS around the top with rounded edges to prevent people climbing over and causing damage. 
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It was suggested that the Byelaw notices should be placed at each entrance and on a proposal from Cllr Greenway, seconded by Cllr Kirby, it was unanimously RESOLVED to set a maximum budget of £500 for the purchase of these. Dog fouling is becoming quite a problem and members of staff will be asked to be vigilant when at going about their duties. On a proposal from Cllr Fletcher, seconded by Cllr Kirby, it was unanimously RESOLVED that Cllr Rogers will write an article for the Welton News which will be circulated to all members prior to publication. It was suggested that the Council should consider employing a Dog Warden and this will be investigated - agenda for Full Council when information obtained. AWS – query re shelf life – a revitalisation treatment was done last year. Grass – there are deep tyre treads. Cllr Fletcher had carried out an inspection of the facility and the checklist was carried out with no immediate problems evident. Parish Plan Action Tasks  – agenda for review at the next meeting.
