Directional Finger Post

Members were referred to Minute number 04/11/07 when authorisation had been given to purchase up to two Finger Posts to be located in the centre of the village and at the Hackthorn Road roundabout to replace the signage provided by LCC. A meeting with LCC officers was proposed for 23/02/2009. LCC have notified the Council that they will need to agree the position and type of post. After a long discussion it was agreed that the Clerk would circulate to Councillors before 23/02/2009 a list of current and proposed finger signs and that the posts could be located at the Hackthorn Road roundabout, at the corner of Ryland Road/Hackthorn Road and at the corner of Cliff Road/Lincoln Road. Other suggestions could be made prior to the meeting with LCC and a notice should appear in the next Welton News asking for suggestions for the form and information to be included on the signposts. 3 quotes were received for the provision of signs and on a proposal from Cllr Holdich, seconded by Cllr Fletcher, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that the quote from Shelley Signs (£1,160 plus VAT) be accepted with a decision to be made on the locations and form in the next few days following consultation with members prior to the meeting with Alan Brown of LCC. On a further proposal from Cllr Holdich, seconded by Cllr Fletcher, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED to ask the Golf Club if they wished to purchase an additional directional finger for the Hackthorn Road post.
