The matter was deferred to the next meeting for quotes to be sought.
09/05/13   Ryland Road Playing Field

It was felt that if a dog exclusion order were implemented that it could have an effect on Manor Park. Members supported the suggestion that an area at Manor Park could be allocated for a Dog Walking Area. Cllrs Holdich and Wilkinson were asked to look into the possibilities and carry out a survey of the area. It was agreed that if a fence were erected around the playing field that it would not affect football matches and consultation prior to any fence being erected would take place with the WS&SC. On a proposal from Cllr Wilkinson, seconded by Cllr Kirby, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that an area around the North and West perimeter of Manor Park should be considered as a designated dog exercise area, linked at the South end to Eagle Drive, prior to making the football pitches and adjacent areas at Manor Park or Ryland Road dog exclusion zones. The matter of fencing the Play Area will be placed on the next agenda for consideration. Mrs Spalding will consult with the WS&SC for their views and advise them on what the Council are considering. (09/01/10  – The Clerk will investigate the terms of the restrictive covenant).
09/05/14   Planting of Fruit Trees
The suggestion that the Council should plant some fruit trees around the village for residents to help themselves to was discussed and on a proposal from Cllr Wilkinson, seconded by Cllr Kirby, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED that it would be a good idea and Cllr Holdich as Tree Warden will look at suitable locations and offer advice on the types of trees to be planted at the next meeting.

Both the Community Notice Board on Lincoln Road and the Parish Council Notice Board at Ryland Bridge are in a condition of disrepair and require replacement.
