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09/01/09   Paths Partnership
Cllr Holdich had left a report with the Clerk regarding the work carried out on footpath 57, the work had been carried out very promptly and a good job had been done.  Members requested a letter of thanks is sent to LCC. The Clerk reported that the footpath at the end of Sudbeck Lane (169) is due to be tarmaced at the road edge.  Members suggested that it would be a greater improvement if the whole length of the footpath was tarmaced and on a proposal from Cllr Mrs Cullen, seconded by Cllr Kirby, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote, to request LCC to carry out this work.
09/01/10   Report from WS&SC Representative

Following the last meeting (minute no 08/11/13) a meeting had been held.  It was agreed that there were no current issues regarding events that took place during daylight hours, it was only those that would take place in the evenings that were of the greatest concern to members of both committees.  It was suggested that the play equipment could be cordoned off for events that took place during darkness. Cllr Pikett reported that he had carried out some brief investigations and that under the 1961 Public Health Act the playing field could be closed to those members of the public not attending the event, a quarter of the field could be closed off on Sundays and Bank Holidays to allow access only for those attending the event and therefore the responsibility would be taken on by those running the event and not the Parish Council. It was suggested that the event should then be entrance by ticket only.

8.00pm The meeting was suspended to allow Mr C Watt to speak.

Following their committee meeting the issue had been discussed and it was a matter of understanding who would take responsibility for certain areas of the field during events run by the WS&SC.  It was suggested that in future when letters of request for use of the field were submitted to the Council that it included a map showing the exact area that was required and times. They had also discussed the possibility of funding future improvements to the field and play area. The WS&SC would ideally like to acquire some further land on which to expand their current premises and were aware that there was a restrictive covenant regarding the use of the land and the Clerk was requested to investigate this.

8.12pm The meeting resumed.
