Highway Matters

· Cllrs Reall and Mrs van Gelderen and the Clerk attended the informal meeting with Alan Brown and Noel Robinson of LCC Highways on 30.6.10. On a proposal from Cllr Reall, seconded by Cllr Mrs van Gelderen, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to write to Co-op regarding issues with the traffic on the junction following the improvements made last year to the store and car park to establish if any action can be taken to alleviate the problem. LCC Highways had been consulted as part of the planning process, but had not considered the problems that have now ensued.
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· Reactive Speed Sign – Following the discussion at the meeting on 30.6.10, an appraisal will be carried out by LCC and quotes will be sent. Defer to October meeting. 

· The matter of the reactive speed sign on the A46 had been raised at a Full Council meeting by residents. In their opinion it is too close to junction to serve any purpose and is currently hidden by foliage; by the time it reacts cars have passed the junction. On a proposal from Cllr Mrs van Gelderen, seconded by Cllr Reall, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to write to LCC for feedback on its efficiency, how many accidents have occurred on the junction and has it reduced them, has it been a successful deterrent and is it feasible for a 50 mph limit to be implemented.
                       
Prior to meeting during the public open forum, residents from School Drive addressed members and raised issues regarding the continued parking problems they are experiencing – agenda for October meeting. In the interim a meeting will be arranged with  a representative from LCC Highways, the Police and residents of School Drive at  the Parish Office.

Village Grass Cutting

Grass cutting is being carried out on Fridays which clashes with the bin collection, where bins are left on the grass verges areas are missed and it looks a mess, as the grass appears unevenly cut. On a proposal from Cllr Rogers, seconded by Cllr Reall, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to request the contractors carry out the cutting on a different day.

Drainage


The issue of inadequate drainage in the village was raised. There have been recent problems on Sudbeck Lane with foul water coming out of manholes. The drainage system cannot cope now with the increased number of houses in the village. It was installed in the 1950’s making it is a very old system. Grit gets washed off from the footpaths and it is blocking drains. A representative from Anglian Water will be invited to come and talk to Councillors about the problem and what solutions can be put in place to alleviate the problem.

· Pothole on white line on the slip road from Lincoln Road into Beckhall
· 6/8 Ryland Road – shrub with spikes growing out onto the footway 

· Ryland Road – when surface dressed, the contractor has chipped up to kerb all along and no gap has been left for drainage
· 33 Roselea Avenue -  occupant disabled – concrete drive to kerb – kerb has dropped or roots of tree are lifting the pathway up – dangerous plus 6/7” deep hole hidden by grass where another tree has been felled
· Surface rutted on Co-op corner near the bollards
