Councillors have commented that the garage as it is, is substantial, an extension to it would be overbearing to the small dwellings opposite.

125566 – E-on/Central Networks – 3 Sudbeck Lane – Overhead Lines

Councillors have commented that the work is being carried out within the Village Conservation Area and in their opinion all overhead lines, boxes, junctions and poles should be removed and put underground.

PLANNING COMMENTS - REF 125390 – Land at Lincoln Road, Welton
In brief, the policies that this application contradicts and reasons:
Is within a conservation area, next to land designated as “Important Open Space” (churchyard) and would be detrimental to the protected area. The setting of the listed church and graveyard would be compromised, important to the village.  This would significantly change the character of the street scene.  
STRAT 1, STRAT 6, RES 1, RES 3, CORE 9, NBE 1, NBE 3
Requires new vehicular access onto the main road in the centre of a busy village.  STRAT 1, RES 1, RES 3 
Proposes a number of large houses with limited garden space, not in keeping with the area and without making any allowance for affordable housing.  The existing house would be extended in a conservation area.  The proximity of the 3 plots leads to a cramming effect.  STRAT 1, STRAT 6, RES 1, RES 2, RES 3, RES 11 
Would dramatically change the view from and be overbearing on neighbouring properties, including the adjacent property to the South that has windows facing the development, the listed church and graveyard to the North and the sheltered accommodation to the West that currently has views over the church and graveyard that would be removed.  There would be a loss of privacy from overlooking windows towards neighbouring properties.  In addition, the 3 proposed plots within the site overlook and overshadow each other.  STRAT 1, STRAT 6, RES 1, RES 3 
Would remove a significant number of trees.  STRAT 1, RES 1 
Has not explored the fact that the site was previously a shop and its location would be ideally suited for a local business in a growing village needing facilities.  ECON 9, SUS 10
