09/04/33 Manor Park Committee

The Skate Park event held on 18th April had been a successful day with approximately 50 children in attendance. In the future thought will be given to involving other sports i.e. the Golf and Bowls Clubs. Cllr Rogers offered his assistance at future events. An informal meeting had been held with the Football Clubs with them producing a wish list – there is not sufficient space for all their teams to play at Manor Park and they currently have 36 teams split between five different sites, some of which have no facilities. Their options are 1: MPK to be the sole facility for Welton FC’s use, 2: split the teams between Welton and Dunholme, 3: move out of Welton completely. Cllrs Fletcher and Reall and the Clerk met with the landowners whose land lies adjacent to Manor Park for an initial discussion as to whether any of this land would be available for purchase by the Council and at what cost. 
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With the Tennis Buddies (TB) Project failing at the current time it was felt that the time had come for the Council to establish their position and that the land was not available just for tennis, but for other sports too. 6 acres are currently available @ £10,000 per acre. Possible further acreage may become available in the future. At the TB Meeting held on the 16th April they were informed of the four options that the Council were considering. If TB are not going anywhere, then the Council will continue to support the Football Club’s and discuss their options regarding funding available from the FA. TB asked if the Council would be willing to set aside an acre of land that could be available to them in the future.

122081 – Mr J Grimble – 9 Manor Court – Planning Application for change of use from parking area to domestic curtilage for the parking of 2no. vehicles.

All previous comments made by the council still apply.

· All residents of Manor Court should have been notified of the planning application by WLDC- was this the case?

· Space is available within Manor Court for Mr Grimble to occupy 2 spaces, but that would disadvantage other residents in the court.

· Access (A) is not an intended front or rear access to the property – so obstruction is not an issue

· If taken over then Mr Grimble he would occupy a garage and 2 spaces (and the other one and a half spaces adjacent which currently has his skip in it) in total this is most of the spare parking space within the court. The number of spaces is not proportionate and fair to adjacent residents.

· The proposal could result in overspill parking on to Lincoln Road at times for visitors. This is not acceptable.

· The turning head within the court needs to be maintained and should not be used for parking.

· Access to the entrance of Manor Court needs to remain free from obstruction. 

· Clarity is needed in respect of the application plan where the freehold area of the property needs to be confirmed (appears to go across the access)

· The parking document referred to in the statement is a research report and not adopted guidance or LCC standards. 

· This application is within the conservation area, a permanent skip is currently taking up a parking space and is an ongoing issue, which the residents need to address.

A review of speed limits is being undertaking as a Governemnt directive, they will take mean readings and change limits if necessary and accordingly. LCC cannot implement passing places for roads less than 3-5m wide. The main problem with the roads is that they were not designed to take the weight and volume of traffic that they now carry and most roads are only surface dressed.  Those present were shown a DVD of the recycling facilities provided by LCC.

The FA may be able to offer funding for drainage and preparation of land for.  The Council is and has actively been seeking to purchase land for use as allotments etc. A meeting is to be arranged with the FA Area representative to establish what funding is available and for what purpose.  It was agreed that an independent land valuation would need to be sought prior to any agreed purchase price. It was felt that football dominated the village and other considerations should be given to any land purchased. On a proposal from Cllr Greenway, seconded by Cllr Rogers, it was RESOLVED by a unanimous vote to form a working group to form a costed plan and look into the options for purchasing this piece of land. The working group appointed will be Cllrs Greenway, Rogers and Kirby to report in the first instance to the Manor Park Committee at their next meeting on 27th May.
