Local Government Electors and their representatives also have:


i) the opportunity to question the auditor about the accounts.  The auditor can be contacted at the address in paragraph 3 below for this purpose on 26th July 2010 and after that date will be available at the address given in paragraph 3 below until the audit has been completed; and


ii) the right to attend before the auditor and make objections:

a) as to any matter in respect of which the auditor could take action under sections 17 and 19 of the Act (namely, an unlawful item of account, failure to bring a sum into account, or a loss or deficiency caused by wilful misconduct);

b) as to any other matter in respect of which the auditor could make a report in the public interest under Section 8 of the Act.

Written notice of any objection must first be given to the auditor and copy sent to Welton-by-Lincoln Parish Council.
