Spaces for Gypsies and Travellers Workshop

                           Cllr Pikett reported on the workshop held on 27th January. Under the 2004 Housing Act local authorities have a duty to provide sites. Districts that have not allocated sites has resulted in land being purchased by gypsies and/or travellers in some areas of the country, Planning Permissions applied for to build on and although this was not supported locally – some have been granted on appeal as no adequate provision was given by the local authorities. The Government has now set targets to local authorities. If local authorities do not designate sites, then the Government will be telling them where they are to go. All three main political parties have agreed with this. Police can’t move them on unless there is an authorised site for them to go to. In Law, it was said that there is no difference between a gypsy and a traveller and they have the same entitlement.

                           These are currently held once a month and this arrangement seems to be working well, the service is still considered to be underused. An advertisement will be placed in the Welton News, giving the Council’s e-mail address, telephone number and opening hours. 10/02/30  Manor Park Development

                It was agreed that both agenda items could be dealt with together.

               Cllrs Greenway and Kirby attended a meeting on 27th January with Welton Football Club’s representatives and it had been a constructive meeting. Cllr Greenway made the point to them that everything must go through the Parish Council. An agreement in principle that the work should go ahead was required and the way forward to be decided. It was suggested that a working party should be set up under the umbrella of the Council, although it was agreed not necessary at this time. The Business Plan requested from the Football Club was not forthcoming. They were concerned that there could be a timescale issue with the availablity of WLDC funds. The Consultants appointed by the Football Club are willing to make a presentation regarding their proposals for the development of Manor Park to the Council. It was agreed that any development at Manor Park will be kept as a separate venture to any other. Some concerns were expressed regarding the Football Club’s underwriting of the Consultant’s work.

              
The Parish Coucil agreed to support the Manor Park development project in principle and in order to move matters forward, require clarification in writing of the land available with costs, funding sources, timescales and a Business Plan before any commitment can be made.

               The Parish Council, on a proposal from Cllr Mrs Ford, seconded by Cllr Pikett, RESOLVED, following a majority vote (10 for, 1 abstension) to undertake to establish the exact area of land available for purchase and costs and will report at the next meeting.

              
Buidling Development Proposal

A developer had addressed members prior to the meeting with a master plan for development in the village.  The number of houses has increased from the first plan and it was felt they had not addressed a number of issues that had been raised.

             In 2000 a public meeting had been held to discuss a similar proposal and residents were mostly against it. The proposal was not felt to be sustainable. A smaller development may be more sustainable. On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Mrs Ford, it was RESOLVED, following a majority vote (8 for, 3 against) that the Parish Council is opposed to a development of this size and considers that it would be unsustainable.
