An invitation has been received from Michel Freslon, Maire of Moncé en Belin for a delegation from the Parish Council to attend the 35th Anniversary of the signing of the Charter in France on the weekend of 28th August – 1st September 2009.  Cllr Turvey reported that travel arrangements for the Family Group visit had been discussed at the AGM and they are considering a number of options from travelling individually to Eurostar all the way to Lille. On a proposal from Cllr Mrs Chapman, seconded by Cllr Reall, it was RESOLVED by a unanimous vote to exclude the public and press to allow consideration to be given to a matter which may become a contract in the future.

09/02/37  Tennis Buddies and Land Purchase

Following the last Tennis Buddies Steering Group meeting, it was apparent that matters are no further forward than they were two and a half years ago and that funding the project (now estimated at £3.2m) was proving to be a real problem.  The Council’s Members on that group indicated to the Council that it was probably now the time to consider the Councils direct purchase of the land adjoining Manor Park for use as an additioal playing field, dog walking area, parkland or allotments themselves.  The cost of the land is unknown at the current time, but is estimated to be in the region of £150,000 including drainage and preparation. Attempts have already been made to involve the local football clubs in such an initiative and their future cooperation would be central to gaining the support of the Football Association (FA). The FA representative has attended both meetings with the Football Clubs and with the Tennis Buddies group and has worked with the clubs to produce a development plan which will be finalised iminently. The funding bid to WLDC has been unsuccessful in its current format, but this does not mean it would not be in the future if it were re-drafted. The options the Parish Council should now consider are:             

1) Continue with the Tennis Buddies project in the present format; 

2) Withdraw the Council as a partner in the Tennis Buddies project; 

3) Re-submit the funding bid to WLDC with the added support of the FA and football clubs focused on an early release of land for football use and with the Tennis project as a longer term aspiration ; 

4) The purchase of land by the Parish Council anyway, irrespective of football club or Tennis Buddies support.  

It was thought that 2 was not an option but whilst Members consider these options, an indication of the cost of the land (approx 6¼ acres) will be sought from the landowner and a line of dialogue opened up both with the landowner and the local football club representatives and the FA’s position established. Members felt that should the land be purchased and not used for football, there are a number of other uses it could be put to that would benefit the village.  A meeting will also be arranged with the football clubs to explore their aspirations and seek support.  It has been established and agreed by all during this discussion that the Council should, at the next Tennis Buddies meeting, inform them of the Council’s intentions regarding the future management and development of Manor Park.
