As such there is no requirement for Mr Grimble to obtain planning permission.  The land in question is already within Mr Grimble’s ownership and curtilage and there is no material change of use as the land is already used for parking.

         As such and in line with the legal advice given it is WLDC’s opinion that Mr Grimble’s proposal does not        constitute development requiring the benefit of planning permission.  With regard to the enforcement file, again after seeking legal advice, no breach has been identified and this file too has been closed.
