09/07/37   Meetings attended by Members



Cllrs Greenway and Wilkinson attended the Annual Area Forum meeting at Gainsborough and felt it concentrated too much on Gainsborough and not enough about West Lindsey as a whole.  



7.57pm The meeting was suspended to allow County Cllr Sue Rawlins to speak regarding The Old Guildhall which was the subject of debate as to whether the site should be re-developed, there were some listing problems and with the current financial situation it had all fallen through.  It will be looked as part of the Gainsborough Master Plan and as part of a long term project, possibly being rented out as offices. The population could double in size by 2025 in Gainsborough



8.03pm Meeting resumed. 



Cllr Pikett attended the Three Tier Cluster meeting on 4.7.09.  A presentation regarding the planning process at West Lindsay was given by James O’Shaugnessy. They have introduced a pre-planning route where interested parties are encouraged to meet prior to the application being made to streamline the process.  He was disappointed by the turn out, although the meeting had been arranged at short notice. A number of members attended the unveiling of the memorial window for RAF Dunholme Lodge 1942-1945 at William Farr on 12.7.09, it had been a very touching and good event with a flyover by the Battle of Britain Flight Lancaster Bomber, PA474 ‘City of Lincoln’. A letter of thanks will to be sent to the school. Cllr Fletcher attended the Barclays Spaces For Sports meeting on 23.6.09, they have confirmed funding for a further 2 years until August 2011. A website has been created for the skate park users of Gainsborough, Boston and Welton on which can be viewed video footage of recent competitions. Dates in August have been set aside for some events to take place at Manor Park. Other sports will be welcome to participate and will be advertise in the Welton News. The new Skate Park sign should be fitted by the end of July.  Their next meeting will be on 16.9.09.

09/07/38   Saturday Morning Surgeries

  Cllr Kirby raised the matter and commented that the attendance by the public is poor and is it worthwhile continuing the service.  Members did feel that they do achieve something. The Chairman had consulted LALC for their advice and they do not support surgeries as they could become a messaging service, but this is not always the case.  Matters that arise are forwarded to Clerk to be dealt with. It is a good PR exercise and a way to keep in touch with parishioners especially those not able to visit during the week. Nettleham Parish Council does not have a surgery, they had carried out some trials, but these had not been successful. Saxilby take a different view and hold a surgery once a month with a County Councillor and District Councillor in attendance and it is felt to be very worthwhile.  A suggestion was put forward that the Council should consider running the surgery once a month for 2 hours with the County Councillor and a District Councillor in attendance. Cllr Mrs van Gelderen informed members that in the past coffee mornings were held to raise funds for the upkeep of the War Memorial and these had been a success. The surgeries are valuable as a networking system and for members to meet other members and get to know each other which might not happen only at meetings, parishioners,  County Councillor and District Councillors all talking to each other and keeping up to date with current trends. The hours have been reduced time after time in recent years.  It was suggested to place an A board outside office advertising the surgery - come in and meet your Councillors and who will be in attendance. At this year’s May Day Event the office was closed. Something positive could come out of it and if it were never open it could create a barrier between the people we members represent rather than an open door for them to come in. Members were asked to consider the suggestion of holding a sugery once a month and to advertise and think seriously about what could be done to encourage more use of the facility.; Cllr Pikett had spoken to the District Cllrs regarding attending a 2 hour session once per month, they would alternate and the County Cllr would attend if possible. It was commented that what applies to Nettleham and Saxilby does not necessarily apply to Welton. The Council does not have to take LALC’s advice and should consider Welton’s requirements and what is appropriate here.
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The opportunity to engage with people both young and old alike. Members were asked to consider and come up with ideas for 12 specially themed mornings and these could be publicised in in advance in the Welton News. There is a need to attract people from the other side of the road and the Co-op area as not so many walk past the Parish Office.  It may be a better exercise to hold 2 or 3 public meetings a year for the parishioners to attend and talk to all members together or should it be held somewhere else other than the Parish Office? It was decided to see what the response to the new schedule is before changing the venue. On a proposal from Cllr Holdich, seconded by Cllr Mrs van Gelderen, it was RESOLVED by a majority vote (7 for, 1 against and 2 abstentions) to hold a Surgery on the first Saturday of each month for 2 hours on a trial basis and review the situation in 6 months.
