Cllr Wilkinson read out Green Paper circulated prior to the meeting. It is hoped that as a result planning officers will treat Parish Councils as partners. It is an optimistic document and is felt to have a long way to go before it becomes an Act of Parliament.
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Members are increasingly frustrated that the Parish Council’s comments are not considered seriously by WLDC and there is no feedback, only a decision. With regard to Planning Application 125390, Cllr Mrs Ford put together a detailed response on behalf of the Council and these do not appear to have been taken into account. An e-mail has been sent to District Cllr Mrs D Rodgers expressing the Council’s disdain with no response to date. On a proposal from Cllr Greenway, seconded by Cllr Pikett, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to write a letter to the Head of the WLDC Planning Committee; members delegated this task to Cllr Wilkinson and the Clerk. Parish Councils are non-statutory consultees. It has been announced by the new Minister that changes to applications for development will be made and these will include development of Brownfield sites excluding back gardens therefore making it more difficult for backyard development. 30 houses per hectare minimum density has now been deleted. The updated summary of the Parish Plan includes 16 action plan items for the Planning Committee and these will be discussed at their next meeting. On a proposal from Cllr Mrs Chapman, seconded by Cllr Greenway, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to move agenda item 15 concerning the Central Lincolnshire Statement of Community Involvement to be included in item 9 to receive a letter from the Central Lincolnshire Joint Planning Unit. The document will be placed in the Planning box for comments to be noted.

         Cllr Greenway attended WLDC Annual Forum on 7.6.10. Discussion was mainly on Welfare and Health. Welton did have its fair share of Anti Social Behaviour in the past, but this has subsided. Walking and cycling – safety of children travelling to school. Guide to Voluntary Services. Flooding – households leaflet what to do and how to prepare.
  10/06/29   Parish Council Action Plan
               
Cllr Mrs Ford addressed the Council stating that she had been a member for six months and had joined the Council in order to make a difference, but had become disillusioned in the length of time it takes to ahieve results.  She said that in her view it appears to parisionioners that the Council is not taking much action. When suggestions have been put forward and investigated previously, if necessary they should be re-visited. She had suggested that the Council joined Twitter and Facebook – a Twitter account has been set up managed by the Clerk and although this was advertised together with a request for parishioners to sign up to e-mail alerts, there had been only four joining to date. It was suggested that the Council should set target dates for actions and it was pointed out that this is already in place as a result of the Parish Plan. It would be good to see more parishoners attending Council meetings and contributing. The Chairman and other members felt these comments were unjustified and that the Council has successfully carried out a number of actions and activites in the past and the village has been greatly enhanced in recent years. It was implied that there is a general apathy among the villagers, mostly due to busy lifestyles, and that the proactive members of the community are involved in a great number of groups and organisations in the village. 
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The Council should be proactive and not reactive. It was suggested that the Council finds more reasons not to do than to do, but it was pointed out that in most cases the contraints of procedures does lengthen the timescale for outcomes and this is particularly frustrating to the newer members who are not familiar with the procedures that the Council has to adhere to when spending public money that actions take so long to come to fruition. Members feel that the Council has a number of achievments including the installation of the Skate Park and contributions to the May Day and Christmas events to name but a few as well as the more mundane day to day activities such as litter collection, highway issues and monthly surgeries. It was agreed that the Parish Plan Action items should be discussed more frequently at Committee meetings and actions monitored more closely. Members agreed that they were committed to serving the community and were proud of the Council’s achievements.
