                Cllr Fletcher stated that the break-in had been reported and notes of the meeting had already been discussed at item 09/06/33. 
09/06/39   Dog Control Order (DCO) and Designated Dog Walking Area

                  An area has been identified at the North end of Manor Park.  There is a need to deternine the boundaries and the Clerk will obtain the Deeds from the bank. The  South end may also be an area to consider. Clarification of areas for the football pitches is required for the next season.  An area off Keeper’s Close could be fenced off for dog walking as could an area on the Ryland Road playing field. There is a Bye-law in place for Manor Park with one small notice at the main entrance, new signs need to be put up at the end of Eagle Drive and footpath off Poacher’s Rest. More time is required to discuss this issue in more detail. It was agreed that it would be beneficial to meet with Football Clubs to map out their pitch structure for the short term. Cllr Fletcher will arrange this. Quotes/costs for fencing will also be required. Cllr Mrs van Gelderen questioned how it would be policed – if a DCO is in place WLDC will police it. If the area is aimed at keeping dogs in a specific area, it may be self policing. The matter is still in the early stages of investigation. A consultation will take place in due course. It was mentioned that when Manor Park was built, it had been planned for a designated dog walking area to be included, but it never came to fruition.

09/06/42   Possible Land Purchase

                 Cllr Greenway informed members that following a meeting with the Football Clubs and the representative from the Football Association (FA) the outcome had been reported to Manor Park Committee. The recommendation of the Working Group would have been to purchase the land, but following a meeting with WLDC; their recommendation was not to purchase the land, but to look at the project as a whole with the input of monies from the Parish Council (PC). It was indicated that WLDC might be able to grant some funds as part of a large project. The contribution and support from the PC would be an advantage in their decision making and also in applications for grants from other sources.  A fully costed plan prior to any application for funding or a decision being made would be required together with a feasibility study. There would be three partners with the PC leading the project, WLDC and the FA. No actual figure was mentioned, but the amount remaining in WLDC’s Leisure Fund is £230,000. WLDC are supportive of the project. Currently there is no clear identity of what the PC requires to work up a feasibility plan. It was suggested that the PC obtain letters of support from present users and potential future users. It was thought that Public Meeting as part of the consultation process would be a good idea. Cllr Fletcher will include information regarding the project in his Welton News article, asking residents if they have any ideas. Enquiries regarding what costs would be involved need to take place and it was envisaged that this would be a 2 year project. PC agreed in principle to obtain quotes for feasibility studies etc. Manor Park Committee may need to draw up a plan and report back to Full Council. The Working Group will work closely with the Manor Park Committee. On a proposal from Cllr Wilkinson, seconded by Cllr Holdich, it was unanimously RESOLVED to draw up a specification for a feasibility study.

Grass cutting – Cllr Reall informed members that numerous complaints following the first and second cuts had been received. The contractor had attended the last Full Council meeting on 11th May 2009 to speak to members. Cllr Reall and the Clerk had toured the village and amended the map accordingly adding and deleting areas and this had been conveyed to the contractor. The area at the far end of The Hardings had been missed; this was reported to the contractor and their comments regarding the problems due to the type of grass there had been noted and it would take a couple of cut before it was at a satisfactory level. The Contract will be re-considered in September prior to budgeting and tenders being sent our for the next season. He reported that he had included an article in the Welton News requesting that any complaints be directed to the office.
