10/03/27  Manor Park Development

               Cllr Greenway made a proposal, seconded by Cllr Fletcher, that the Council should agree to proceed with the development of Manor Park, a vote was taken (8 for, 2 abstensions) and the proposal was RESOLVED. It was agreed that it would be necessary to identify from where the funds would be available should the Council wish to proceed. The Clerk circulated a funding statement and it has been identified that funds in the region of £60,000 would be available for this project. The business plan has not been received from the Football Club to date. It was felt that any development of the facility should not just benefit football, but should include other activities too. Funding is available for football development from the FA. It was agreed that there is great enthusiasm for football within the village and although articles have been put into the Welton News asking for other sports to show an interest, none had done so to date. Will it bring more revenue to the PC? The PC will need to consider engaging the services of an expert consultant to prepare the bid documents necessary to gain funding for this project. It has not been confirmed whether the Expression of Interest document has been sent to WLDC by the Football Club. Quotes should be addressed to the PC for the preparation of any documents on their behalf. On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Kirby, it was unanimously RESOLVED following a vote to establish the Council’s legal position and reconvene a meeting if necessary prior to the next one in April.
