Observations and Report of the Planning Committee



Ridge & Furrow POS: The hydro-brake and sewers have been confirmed as being adopted by Anglian Water under the Section 104 Agreement. WPC currently awaiting confirmation from WLDC regarding current land ownership and responsibility in the surrounding area.  Plans are to be circulated to Members and a further Planning Committee meeting will be arranged once a response from WLDC is forthcoming to consider land adoption issues.  



A letter from WLDC regarding their review of Planning Services has been received and an offer of an Officer to attend a future Council meeting has been made – a response giving an invitation will be sent.  


There is a seminar in Woodhall Spa organised by Planning Aid on 31st March and Councillors were asked to let the Clerk know as soon as possible if they wished to attend.  Information from Lincolnshire County Council on Planning Rights of Way and Definitive paths and access mappinghas been requested. 



The Chairman asked for views on the pre-application proposal for the Ryland Road garage site, at the request for feedback from the Planning Consultants. Plans of the proposals have been available for several weeks to enable the Council to proactively become involved in shaping future local development proposals, however, the pre-application has produced little response from Councillors. As has been discussed at previous meetings, low rise, low desnity affordable housing would be preferable as this is much needed in the village. The question was raised as to whether the Council should await the production of Position Statements before a response is sent back. A collective view on the development of this plot of land was deemed to be needed and the site will be included on the Agenda for the next Planning Committee meeting. On a proposal from Cllr Wilkinson, seconded by Cllr Greenway, following a majority vote (9 for, 1 against and 2 abstensions), it was RESOLVED that no comment will be made at this time.

Standing Orders


The Clerk had sought clarification from LALC and their advice is that in law relating to Town/Parish Councils there is no such thing as “Draft Minutes” – It was suggested that it then follows they are notes of the meeting until they are adopted as the Minutes - Calling them notes also avoids any possible misunderstandings and allows for them to be examined, amended if necessary, before they are signed. They then formally become the “Minutes” and cannot be changed. The fact that the Council has resolved action, by a majority of those present, does not prevent it taking place, as the Minutes are merely a record, however, it is absolutely essential that resolutions are clearly put, accurately noted, fully understood and unambiguous. It is the Clerk’s job to ensure that is clear before moving on to the next agenda item. The Chairman suggested that Councillors could in fact call these ‘notes’ of meetings anything they wished up until they were duly signed as Minutes and that to reduce any exposure of unsigned Minutes outside the Council, that all all notes or draft Minutes could be signed at the next available Full Council Meeting. A proposal was put forward by Cllr Wilkinson, seconded by Cllr Greenway to RESOLVE to sign the notes of Committee meetings at each Full Council meeting, followed by an amended proposal from Cllr Mrs Chapman, seconded by Cllr Reall that the status quo should remain and Standing Order number 15 (a) be varied to refer to ‘notes’ of the meeting instead of ‘minutes’. Following a vote, 8 for, 2 against and 2 abstentions the amended RESOLUTION was carried.

Committee Projects for the next Financial Year




E&H – discussions are under way to impose a Dog Ban on the Ryland Road playing field and quotes being sought to fence the entire field. WLDC advice is being sought.



H&U – following the meeting on 23rd February with LCC Highways, the proposed installation of a reactive sign appears unlikely due to the restrictions likely to be imposed on its location. Signs have to be purchased through LCC – the matter will be further discussed at the next Highways and Utilities Committee meeting. The proposed fingerposts will need more investigation and consideration from the LCC Design team.




Publications – The first draft of the new village map has been discussed and amendments made. A meeting is to be arranged with a representative of LCC P3 Scheme to discuss the walking leaflet and assistance/grants available.
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Manor Park – discussions have taken place at Council to determine the realisation of purchasing additional land for recreational use and/or parkland, dog walking paths and allotments. A development plan from the Football Clubs is in the process of preparation.
