Parking on pavements

Concern has been expressed regarding vehicles parked on verges, half on half and off the road. I understand that the reason maybe the driver considers the road to be narrow, and parking like this will give more room for passing vehicles. I understand this. However, this is not a good enough reason, and there are not that many roads where parking like this will make any significant difference. Parking a vehicle on the pavement could lead to an offence of obstruction being committed. This could result in a fixed penalty notice being issued to the offending driver. It can cause danger/nuisance for pedestrians. Very often a person with a Child’s pushchair or a wheelchair user will be forced to go onto the road to get passed. Other persons with disabilities may also struggle. Also, parking on grass verges. Cars cannot park, fully or partly, on County Council owned grass verges. There will more than likely be a local bye law to specifically prevent this, but there are also a number of other offences that can be committed (unnecessary obstruction, criminal damage to grass, etc). If the land is privately owned and the landowner has given permission then it would be permitted. The simple issue here is roads are for vehicles and pavements are for people, and where they conflict problems occur.
