09/09/31   Saturday Morning Surgeries

The format the surgery should take was discussed and it was decided to include members from the Parish, District and County Councils and also invite the local MP to attend at least twice a year.  A list of contact numbers is displayed on the Parish Council notice board so the public know which authority to telephone or write to for specific needs.  It was agreed to look at ideas for themed surgeries from the Parish Plan.  Possible road show type events on the Village Green. The Parish Office could be too small for some events particularly in the summer months i.e. Police, LCC Highways, WLDC Waste etc. 

8.07pm Cllr Kirby arrived

It was decided to place an ‘A’ board outside the Parish Office advertising that members of Parish, District and County Councils are in attendance.  On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Mrs Cullen, following a majority vote (9 for, 2 (Cllrs Mrs van Gelderen and Mrs Chapman against – they would like to see more positive action), it was RESOLVED to maintain the status quo and look at potential improvements for the future.

It was discussed at length whether to hold future Council and Committee meetings at the Parish Office, the Pavilion at Manor Park or the Village Hall which we pay to hire.  It was felt that it is  easier for members of the public to come to the village hall and Manor Park is not central to the village, therefore making it hard for those without transport. On a proposal from Cllr Reall, seconded by Cllr Wilkinson, following a vote, it was unanimously RESOLVED to continue to hold Full Council meetings at the Village Hall.  On a proposal from Cllr Reall, seconded by Cllr Wilkinson, following a vote (4 for Manor Park, 4 for Parish Office, 2 abstentions), it was RESOLVED by the Chairman’s casting vote to leave it to the individual Committees to decide where they wished to meet and this will be placed on the agenda for their next meetings.

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09/09/35   Parish Plan

                8.40pm Standing Orders were suspended to allow Hugh Gilfedder to address the Council 

Hugh Gilfedder briefed members that the Plan is to be reviewed on a regular basis and a monitoring committee has been formed, but they had not had a chance to produce a proper summary to date due to a number of different circumstances.  Some of the owners of the actions were not familiar with the up to date situation and a meeting attended by Hugh Gilfedder, Ian Turvey and John Ryland, unfortunately Cllr Mrs Jenkins was unable to attend. 

 It is felt that more members are needed to carry out the review properly and quickly to produce an update by the end of this year. They need to meet with the owners to discuss and review as soon as possible.  It was felt by the monitoring committee that committees and not actual names are against the action items, which seems to be a weakness.  The Chairmen of Parish Council Committees will be available over the next two months to review the Action Tasks and revise by the end of this year.  Cllr Wilkinson commented that he is happy to meet and review the tasks and will bring them to the attention of the Planning Committee at every opportunity. It was suggested that names within the Committee should be put against the actions rather than just committees, however, it was felt that committee members change too frequently for their names to be in a published document and therefore the tasks should be carried out within Committees, there is no danger then that the action task is not progressed as one person is not responsible for carrying out the action task. Mr Turvey reiterated that decisions need to be made and accountability for tasks managed within the Council. How do you get the village to see actions through?  The Parish Council is in the best position as a collective voice to debate the issues and not lose sight of the original document.

There is a list of items that were important to the village and some enthusiasm is desirable from the parishioners.  Cllr Wilkinson commented that virtually all the tasks are the responsibility of the Parish Council, who have adopted the Plan, and have a responsibility to carry out the Plan.  The monitoring committee wishes to energise the Council to take the lead to do something more than just ticking the boxes.  Cllr Pikett responded that the Council/Committees would take on board the comments made. A comprehensive report will be brought back to the Parish Council in the near future. 

9.06pm the meeting resumed

09/09/36   Consultation Documents
East Midlands Regional Plan – Cllr Wilkinson read through and cannot see anything that affects Welton and there are no comments to make.
09/09/37   Future Projects at Manor Park

9.11pm Standing Orders were suspended to allow members of the Football Club and public to address the Council.

    Cllr Greenway addressed members and asked them to consider a football led regeneration of Manor Park. A proposal can be put forward that the purchase take place and the grounds could be used 5 days a week for football and 2 days a week for the use of others, as it is understood that funding is available for the support of football projects and it should be a self sustaining project.  It has to be decided how the Council will afford the purchase of additional land and the ongoing costs for future years.  At the end of the day the Council has to come to a decision as to what the Council wishes to do with the facility.  The pavilion and bar are greatly underused.  The Bowls Club has decreasing numbers of members.  An opportunity has been identified to join together with the football clubs and WLDC funds may also be forthcoming.  A representative of the FA has also indicated funds would be availalble.  The preferred option is a scheme with the football clubs. It is evident that funding is available for football projects and this may bring on board other sports at a later date.  Football is the only current sustainable option. The opportunity will be lost if action is not taken. 
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Informal meetings have taken place with all the football clubs in the village and it has been established that there is not sufficient space for all the teams in the village to play on.   The FA has identified the development of football in Welton over the next two years as a viable project as they are all playing in scattered areas in local villages. 



9.27pm Cllr Rogers left the meeting.



It is proposed to go ahead on this basis including all parties involved.  This is an opportunity to purchase 6 acres of land for football use and the newly formed committee will look into the matter and come back to Council with a properly costed out proposal. 



The Football Club want to express that they wish to have a multi sports use facility with disabled inclusion.



9.35pm the meeting resumed.



It was agreed that Cllrs Greenway and Kirby would go ahead with the further investigation of developing the facilities at Manor Park on the preferred option.



On a proposal from Cllr Pikett, seconded by Cllr Wilkinson, it was RESOLVED by a unanimous vote to form a new committee specifically for this project, to be led by Cllr Greenway and committee members will consist of Cllrs Pikett, Fletcher and Kirby and members of the involved groups will be invited to join.
